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The Energy Industry unveils its blueprint for tackling climate change

The World Energy Council (WEC) publishes its 2007 mission statement on climate change calling for action to tackle climate change in a three-step approach.  WEC believes that, with the right policies and technologies in place, the rise in greenhouse gas emissions can be tempered in the short term (2015), their absolute level can be stabilised in the medium-term (2030) and reduced in the longer term (2040).
Investment decisions will need to be made now especially on the construction of clean energy and other emissions-reduction technologies to reverse emissions and to avoid them to double by 2050 as forecasts predict. WEC calls on the energy industry, governments and the financial community to step up their collaboration, since no single partner has the adequate resources to go it alone.
In a comment published today in the Wall Street Journal (Europe) Gerald Doucet, Secretary General of WEC highlighted: 

“Taking bold, immediate action would be profitable for business, government and consumers alike. The world’s financial community should sit up and take heed of this enormous and urgent opportunity.”
